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Overview

As Latin America and the Caribbean (LAC) en-
ter an era of economic opportunity, the World
Justice Project (WIJP) held its second major
Rule of Law Conference in the region on Sep-
tember 8-10, 2010, in Lima, Peru. The event
brought together 110 prominent leaders from
25 countries and territories from the region.

The LAC Conference generated new cross-disci-
plinary plans to advance the Rule of Law in the
region. Conference participants had the advan-
tage of utilizing data and findings from the ground
breaking WJP Rule of Law Index™, as well as les-
sons learned from the WIJP’s past and present Op-
portunity Fund programs in the region. These two
resources inspired multidisciplinary partnerships
and informed and framed Conference discussions
in a way that allowed action-orientated work plans
to be well-informed and successfully implemented.

The LAC Conference focused on several thematic
topics: Balancing Economic Development and
the Environment; Public Security; and Govern-
ment Accountability. The region’s unique envi-
ronmental landscape and the complexities of its
commitments to fostering economic growth, pro-
tecting indigenous populations, and safeguard-
ing natural resources created a distinctive contex-
tual platform from which to address and advance
the rule of law. From extractive industries to en-
ergy projects, LAC is being shaped by numerous
development opportunities that have very real
implications for effective Rule of Law. Debating
the overlapping demands of governments, busi-
nesses, and local communities, Conference par-
ticipants came together to identify and implement
multidisciplinary solutions to strengthen the Rule
of Law that are beneficial and acceptable to all.

Public security is an immensely complex issue
in LAC, requiring innovative and multidimen-
sional approaches. To tackle this matter of grow-
ing importance and concern, the panel at LAC
sought to address corruption in the public and
private spheres, kidnapping, extra-governmental
gangs, and human and drug trafficking networks.

Finally, the Conference addressed the issue of gov-
ernment accountability, framed within the wider
topic of good governance. Conference participants
discussed topics related to public transparency and
access to public information, highlighting the caus-
al relationships between increased transparency
and effective Rule of Law. As a result of the Con-
ference, partnerships between government, busi-
ness, and civil society were successfully established
to enhance access and use of public information.
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Participation

The LAC Conference exceeded its goal of attracting
over 100 regional leaders; of these 44% of these
were self-funded. Below is a chart (Figure 1) show-
ing the representation of participants by funding
type (funded and self-funded), followed by a graph
(Figure 2) comparing funding of participants be-
tween the LAC Conference, the MENA Conference,
and the second World Justice Forum. As the second
chart clearly shows, the LAC Conference included
more self-funded (and fewer WJP funded) par-
ticipants as a percentage compared to the MENA
Conference and the second World Justice Forum.

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Lessons Learnt

Although the LAC Conference team succeeded in
increasing the number of self-funded participants
at the conference, there are several areas which
require further improvements for future WIJP
mainstreaming meetings. Chief among these will

be attracting more participants from disciplines in-
volving business and finance, which will likely also
increase the number of self-funded participants.

Gender:

The LAC Conference also succeeding in moving
closer to achieving gender balance with 38% of the
participants being female. The invitation process
involved inviting potential participants at a gender
ratio of 2:1(women to men). Although this did in-
crease the representation of women, the absence
of women-specific issues at the Conference meant
that many groups declined to attend. Below is a
chart (Figure 3) showing the representation of par-
ticipants by gender, followed by a graph (Figure 4)
comparing gender representation between the LAC
Conference, the MENA Conference, and the second
World Justice Forum. The second chart shows that,
interms of gender balance, the LAC Conference was
more balanced than the MENA Conference, but not
as well balanced as the second World Justice Forum.

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Region:

Regional selection was an incredibly difficult task
due to the diverse nature of LAC itself, as well as
the themes discussed in the Conference. Solic-
iting participants from the Caribbean required
a higher level of follow up and explanation of
the Conference goals to encourage the atten-
dance. The lack of Caribbean representation in
the Rule of Law Index also hindered the process
of increasing attendance from the Caribbean.

Due to the socio-economic status of many Carib-
bean islands and higher air travel costs, provid-
ing funding for individuals from the Caribbean
was essential for most attendees from the region.

Although not as problematic as the Caribbean,
Central America was less represented than South
America. To combat these types of discrepancies

in the future, the WIJP should use local networks
to increase the follow up and expand its efforts in
areas of potentially low attendance. Funding pref-
erences should also be given to underrepresented
geographic regions. English language requirements
also kept a large number of individuals from at-
tending. The chart below shows the Conference’s
regional representation, which, in the end, includ-
ed 25 countries and territories across the region.

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Disciplines:

The most represented discipline was the legal
profession; specifically, those working in law and
the judiciary. As is usually the case, faith, en-
gineering, arts and culture and security forces
were the disciplines with lowest representation.

Relating Rule of Law issues to the underrepre-
sented disciplines was a challenge in expanding
disciplinary representation. Of particular issue
was the lack of participants who were members
of security forces, who often find it difficult, if not
impossible, to attend multi-day international con-
ferences. [There were issues of timing required for
approving for leave for current officials.] Finding
reputable retired security personnel still operat-
ing within the security sector was also challenging.

Law and judiciary maintain a dominant part of
the demographic for attendance. Of those rep-
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resenting the law and judiciary, private practice
representation made up 29%. Confirming private
practice lawyers (similar to members of the busi-
ness community) was challenging due to the re-
luctance shown by private enterprises to pay to
attend events such as these in times of austerity.

Many important businesses declined to attend,
including Chevron & Citi, due to their current
public relations situations in the region and the
pertinence of the issues being covered in rela-
tion to those concerns. Below are charts show-
ing overall discipline representation (Figure 6) at
the LAC Conference, and the specific makeup of
the law and judiciary representation (Figure 7).

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Overall, there was a good variety in disciplinary
representation at the LAC Conference. The Confer-
ence was also a success in terms of its participant
funding, and, considering the Conference themes,
included a good gender balance. As was previ-
ously stated, attracting greater attendance from
certain disciplines, including arts and culture, and
engineering and architecture, is an ongoing chal-
lenge. Expanding participation from the business
and finance community in particular is a key objec-
tive of the upcoming WIP Asia-Pacific conference.

The Conference’s Public Security panel included
presentations from speakers representing various
professional perspectives. José Miguel Vivanco
(Chile), Director of the Americas Division at Hu-
man Rights Watch, and Ernesto de la Jara (Peru),
Director General of the Instituto de Defensa Legal
addressed how LAC’s public security challenges ad-
versely impact the region’s human rights record.

Adela Navarro Bello (Mexico), Director General of
Zeta, spoke from a journalistic point of view about
Mexico’s security challenges. Finally, Lieutenant
General (Ret.) Julio Alberto Hang (Argentina), Di-
rector of the Institute for International Security and
Strategic Affairs addressed the topic from the per-
spective of the region’s professional security forc-
es. The panel was moderated by William Hubbard.

Panel Conclusions

Poor levels of order and security and challenges
such as organized crime, drug trafficking, and kid-
napping throughout the region have led to a dire
human rights situation in many countries. This has
contributed to a lack of trust in public institutions
and security forces, which are often ineffective or
even complicit in crimes. Impunity and low over-
all conviction rates also constitute significant rule
of law challenges for LAC. Addressing these is-
sues through inclusive and transparent reform will
be critical if LAC is to improve its public security.
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Balancing Economic

The panel on Balancing Economic Development
and the Environment was moderated by Emil
Constantinescu, former President of Romania,
and included professional representation from
law, academia, business, and government. Jorge
Caillaux (Peru), President of SPDA, and Ana Lucia
Camaiora (Peru), Legal Director at the Institute
for Liberty and Democracy spoke, about environ-

mental law issues in the region. Manuel Dutra
(Brazil), Professor at the Universidade Federal do
Para, discussed Rule of Law issues pertaining to
environmental sustainability in the Amazon. Scott
Fulton (USA), General Counsel for the U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency, spoke about what gov-
ernment agencies can do to address regional en-
vironmental issues. Representing the Caribbean,
Audrey Hinchcliffe (Jamaica), Founder and CEO of
Manpower & Maintenance Services Ltd, provided
insight on the issue from a business perspective.

Panel conclusions:

Conserving the environment and establishing sus-
tainable and competitive economic practices will
be a critical challenge for LAC in the coming de-
cades. As the region is rich in natural resources
and contains a wide-range of ecosystems, there
is growing demand for governments to open their
countries to development and investment projects.

The rule of law has the potential to be the driving
force behind protecting the environment while
expanding economic opportunities across the re-
gion at the same time. Consistently enforcing envi-
ronmental regulations and addressing the current
lack of effective property rights management will
be the primary challenges in carrying out this task.

The Conference’s final panel on Government Accountability
featured perspectives from engineering and architecture, hu-
man rights law, and education. The panel was moderated
by Gerold Libby. Emilio Colén (USA), President of the World
Council of Engineers, brought insight from the architectural
and scientific community. Mario Joseph (Haiti), Managing
Attourney of BAI, and Humberto Prado (Venezuela), Director
of the Observatorio Venezolano de Prisiones, addressed how
government accountability must be improved in the region
if human rights are to be advanced. Oscar Vilhena (Brazil)
Vieira, Professor of the Funagdo Getulio Vargas School of Law,
spoke about the need to reduce LAC's social and economic
inequalities through enhanced government accountability.

Panel Condusions:

As LAC is an extremely diverse region, governments must
be able to understand these complexities and be able to re-
spond to the variety of needs and concerns. The region’s lack
of social and economic equality make this process extremely
difficult as poor and marginalized people often lack access
to basic legal and government services. Governments also
lack effective oversight mechanisms in areas including infra-
structure, prisons, and legal education systems. Civil society
must work with governments to ensure greater govern-
ment accountability and efficiency through the rule of law.

WIP Rule of [ aw Index Panel

The LACC 2010 saw the release and publication of the
WIJP Rule of Law Index regional report on the adherence
to the Rule of Law. This document helped to inform the
working group discussions and also to stimulate feed-
back for the continual improvement of the Index itself.

Lessons [ eamt:

The speakers shared many thoughtful insights into perti-
nent Rule of Law issues affecting the region. This was a di-
rect result of the regional and professional diversity of the
panelists. Building on the successes of the MENA Confer-
ence, the panelists at the LAC Conference represented dis-
ciplines including law, education, business, and government.

At the same time, there were several challenges in the over-
all panelist invitation process. Mainly, these challenges dealt
with issues of time constraints in planning leading up to the
Conference. In particular, more time is needed if high-caliber
candidates from business and finance, as well as current and
former heads of governments, are to attend as speakers.

Confirming panels well in advance (at minimum six months)
allows for the choicest speakers, helps to ensure panels are of
the intended size, and makes for better prepared moderators.

As translations are often required during plenary ses-
sions, it is useful to receive presentations from speak-
ers a week in advance to share with translators.

For future conferences, it may be worth concentrating purely
on innovators and entrepreneurs of rule of law projects who
embody our objective to bring participants together to de-
velop action plans. By show casing the innovation process,
through real examples, the WIP will lend its efforts more
to the development of action plansperhaps more than
focusing on well-established or high achieving individuals
who may not speak to the model in which we are pursuing.
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Working

Sessions

Working sessions took on a similar style to that
of the MENA Conference in that they focussed on
issue-specific working session groups. In an effort
to focus action plans and provide a more struc-
tured and productive working session environ-
ment, seven working sessions were assigned with
more specific titles and more specific aims than
assigned previously. The conference then added
a “feedback and review session” to the main ple-
nary, which allowed groups to receive feedback
from all fellow participants on the implemen-
tation and design of their rule of law projects.
There was also an Action Plan “How To” pre-
sentation to guide participants in their action
plan creation. This proved to be very infor-
mative to participants and is something that
the WIJP will continue to include and improve.
The working sessions

were the following:

1. Improving the Training, Responsiveness,
and Accountability of Security Forces

2. Combatting Kidnapping in the Region
3. Ensuring Freedom of the Press

4. Securing Due Process of the Law for
Marginalized Populations

5. Holding Government Officials Accountable
for Violations of Environmental Legislation

6. Building Environmentally Compliant
Communities

7. Educating Social Entrepreneurs to Address
the Rule of Law

The seven working sessions produced 14 action
plans to advance the rule of law in the region. These
action plan working titles can be viewed in appendix
1. It must be noted that some working session proj-
ectsare beingfinalised; notall have been submitted.

Lessons Learnt:

Although too early in the action plan cycle to ac-
curately determine the success of the shift to the
issue specific-rather than discipline/regionally spe-
cific sessions, there are several lessons learnt from
the logistical procedures of the LAC Conference.

The WIP needs to increase invitation lead times
to confirm participants at least two months in ad-
vance. This will allow an online engagement pro-
gramme to establish discussion and facilitate the ex-
change of ideas well ahead of the conference itself.

Working session time allowance was also an issue
at the Conference. Participants called for more time
to work on their action plans; pre-Conference dis-
cussion may help to alleviate such issues of time.

The introduction of the working session feedback
session provided an opportunity for the plenary to
contribute and help advance the design of action
plans. This session requires rigid messaging and
moderating to succeed. A useful dimension may
be to incorporate this messaging into the work-
ing session presentation and divide the two days
by issuing specific deliverables and reflecting this
in the disseminated working session guidelines.
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Post Conference
Activities

Online Action Plan Forum

To continue the work created at the LAC Conference,
participants have been introduced to an online platform
to allow engagement between participants and to help
maintain the momentum initiated at the Conference.

The forum is an online platform open to all participants
of the Conference and allows working session groups to
focus their discussions on their particular projects in a pri-
vate online forum environment. This platform also allows
for the sharing of information, documents and media files.

This not only helps facilitate the progression of ac-
tion plans. It also advances the LACC objec-
tive to increase  multidisciplinary  partnerships.

LAC Opportunity Fund
Award Round

Atthe LACConference, the WJPannouncedthatitwillopenits
seed grant program, the Opportunity Fund, to proposed Rule
of Lawinitiatives begunasaction plansduringthe Conference.

The Opportunity Fund seeks to build a worldwide
constituency of stakeholders from a variety of profes-
sional backgrounds committed to taking action to ad-
vance the rule of law. Each seed grantfunded program
is designed to address a concrete Rule of Law problem
through innovative, sustainable, and replicable programs.

Action Plan groups will submit proposals to the Op-
portunity Fund award no later than October
30th, 2010, and the WIP shall provide notifica-
tions of the awards on November 19th, 2010.

It may be worth pursuing an annual opportunity fund
round which is open to the public. From this round indi-
viduals can then be invited to the Forum to make up a large
proportion of participants, having already proved their
efficacy in creating and carrying out rule of law projects.

Evaluation Questionnaire
Summary

The LAC Conference delivered questionnaires to participants
before the final closing statements and provided a slide show
after the conference had adjourned to allow people the op-
portunity to fill out the forms. The evaluation form was also
made available online. This online form was advertised inthe
postconferencethankyouletters. Wereceived the highest re-
turn rate of any WIP conference (48/100) using this method.

The Conference received high marks for making its objec-
tives clear and for its overall organization and execution. The
Conference received lower marks for the time allowed for
discussions, both in the working sessions and during panel
discussions. Related to this, most participants suggested
allowing more time for discussions and interactions. The
majority of participants said that networking and making
new and valuable contacts were the most successful out-
comes of the Conference. The panel on Government Ac-
countability received the highest praise for a panel or ses-
sion. The panel on Public Security and the presentation by
the WIP Rule of Law Index team also received favorable
reviews. When asked about suggestions for future themes,
many participants suggested Rule of Law topics pertain-
ing to women, children, and marginalized populations.
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Conclusion

The Conference in Lima represented the latest
round of action-oriented engagement between
the WJP and the region, and laid the foundation for
future collaboration. The Conference took place at
a critical moment for Latin America and the Carib-
bean, as the region is reaching new levels of politi-
cal and economic integration. By bringing together
such a diverse group of regional stakeholders, the
WIJP has advanced the multidisciplinary move-
ment to create communities of opportunity and
equity in Latin America and the Caribbean. We
look forward to guiding the development of the
action plans that have come out of the working
sessions, and to applying the Conference’s best
practices to the upcoming Asia-Pacific Conference.

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CATALYZING CHANGE IN AN ERA OF OPPORTUNITY

OVERVIEW

As Latin America and the Caribbean region (LAC) enters an era of economic opportunity, the World
Justice Project (WJP) will hold its second major Rule of Law Conference in the region on September
8-10, 2010, in Lima, Peru. This Conference follows the WIP’s first regional meeting in LAC, held in
Buenos Aires, Argentina, in 2007. The second LAC Rule of Law Conference is a part of global WJP
Mainstreaming efforts which will continue the WJP’s long-standing engagement with the region.
Following similar regional mainstreaming meetings on five continents and two international World
Justice Forums, this multidisciplinary, action-oriented Conference will convene 100 regional leaders
from a variety of disciplines to address relevant Rule of Law’ issues and to raise awareness of the
impact that the Rule of Law has on all aspects of life in the region.

OBJECTIVES

The main objective of the LAC Conference is to generate new cross-disciplinary plans to advance the
Rule of Law in the region. Conference participants will have the advantage of utilizing data and
findings from the groundbreaking WJP Rule of Law Index™, as well as lessons learned from the WJP’s
past and present Opportunity Fund programs in the region. These two resources will inspire
multidisciplinary partnerships and inform and frame Conference discussions in a way that allows
action-orientated work plans to be well-informed and successfully implemented.

ToPICS

The LAC Regional Rule of Law Conference will focus on several thematic topics: Balancing Economic
Development and the Environment; Public Security; and Government Accountability. The region’s
unique environmental landscape and the complexities of its commitments to fostering economic
growth, protecting indigenous populations, and safeguarding natural resources create a distinctive
contextual platform from which to address and advance the Rule of Law. From extractive industries
to energy projects, LAC is being shaped by the numerous opportunities for economic development

! Throughout this overview, Rule of Law will be defined based on four principles developed by the World
Justice Project: 1) governments and their officials and agents are accountable under the law; 2) laws are clear,
publicized, stable and fair, and protect fundamental rights, including security of persons and property; 3) the
process by which laws are enacted, administered and enforced is accessible, fair and efficient; and 4) Access to
Justice is provided by competent, independent and ethical adjudicators, attorneys or representatives and
judicial officers who are of sufficient number, have adequate resources, and reflect the makeup of the
communities they serve



that have very real implications for effective Rule of Law. Debating the overlapping demands of
governments, businesses, and local communities, Conference participants will come together to
identify and implement multidisciplinary solutions to strengthen the Rule of Law that are beneficial
and acceptable to all.

Public security is an immensely complex issue in LAC, requiring innovative and multidimensional
approaches. To tackle this matter of growing importance and concern, it is essential to address
corruption in the public and private spheres, kidnapping, extra-governmental gangs, and human and
drug trafficking networks. Participants will develop cross-disciplinary plans to strengthen public
security, enabling communities across the region to thrive.

Finally, the Conference will address the issue of government accountability, framed within the wider
topic of good governance. Within this context, Conference participants will discuss topics related to
public transparency and access to public information, highlighting the causal relationships between
increased transparency and effective Rule of Law. As a result of the Conference, partnerships
between government, business, and civil society will be established to enhance access and use of
public information.

The objective of all discussions at the LAC Conference will be to identify best practices in Rule of Law
advancement and to develop action plans that seize on the region’s strategic advantages to generate
reform.

THE WJP’s UNIQUE APPROACH TO THE RULE OF LAW

Our mission is to lead a global, multidisciplinary effort to strengthen the Rule of Law for the
development of communities of opportunity and equity.

Two characteristics make the WIP approach to advancing the Rule of Law unique: the
multidisciplinary nature of WIP programs and activities and the commitment to action required of
WIJP stakeholders. For too long, efforts to enhance the Rule of Law and expand access to justice have
focused solely on those affiliated with the legal profession. While lawyers and judges are an integral
component of promoting effective Rule of Law, the WIP is a firm believer that we are all
stakeholders in the Rule of Law. Thus, the WIJP encourages and engages non-legal professionals,
from artists and doctors, to scientists and journalists, to view the world through the lens of the Rule
of Law and to develop and implement programs that strengthen legal frameworks relating to their
professions and communities.

In addition, the focus of the WIP’s international and regional outreach meetings is to develop
concrete, realistic multidisciplinary action plans that advance the Rule of Law the world over. As
such, a significant component of the LAC Conference will be working sessions in which participants
determine what actions they will take to improve the Rule of Law across specific issues in the year
following the conclusion of the event. The WJP draws on individuals who are willing not just to
participate in a conference, but to translate the ideas they help cultivate into action in their
communities. Participants are selected through a careful process that includes: a review of prior
participants’ effectiveness; recommendations from the WJP’s extensive global network of contacts,
co-sponsoring organizations, board members, and supporters; suggestions from local and
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international meeting planning committees; and surveys of academic research and the media for
disciplinary leaders and activists. The LAC Conference therefore marks the continuation of the WJP’s
meaningful relationship with diverse stakeholders to enhance the Rule of Law in the region. Bringing
such a diverse group of stakeholders to the same table ensures results that are both innovative and
effective. It is through this distinctive approach that the World Justice Project will address the Rule
of Law in LAC.

THE WJ]P’s PROGRAMS

The WIJP advances the Rule of Law through three complementary and mutually reinforcing program
areas:

Mainstreaming — As a part of its Mainstreaming initiatives, the WIJP holds regional and
international events to mainstream the Rule of Law into the work of a variety of disciplines. These
action-oriented events, of which the LAC Conference is a part, are aimed at developing concrete
plans to advance the Rule of Law in the course of the next year. To complement these events, the
WIJP developed the Opportunity Fund, a seed grants program that encourages the use of new and
innovative methods to strengthen the Rule of Law. Opportunity Fund programs are working on a
wide variety of Rule of Law initiatives in LAC, ranging from securing land rights to poor farmers in
Haiti to educating children about the Rule of Law and their role as participating citizens in Argentina,
to providing the media with improved environmental information to support environmental
protection legislation in Peru.

The WIJP Rule of Law Index™ — The WIJP Rule of Law Index™ is a new quantitative assessment tool
to measure the extent to which countries around the world adhere to the Rule of Law. The Index
provides detailed information regarding a variety of dimensions of the Rule of Law, which enables
policymakers and other users to assess a nation’s adherence to the Rule of Law in practice, identify a
nation’s strengths and weaknesses in comparison to similarly situated countries, and track changes
over time. The Rule of Law Index has covered 35 countries in the past year including: Argentina,
Bolivia, Colombia, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Mexico, and Peru from LAC. In 2011 the Index
will cover 70 countries, with the addition of Brazil, Venezuela, Chile, Nicaragua, Panama, and
Jamaica from LAC.

Scholarship — The WIP supports rigorous scholarship that examines the contributions of the Rule of
Law to various aspects of economic, political, and social development and sheds new light on how to
strengthen the Rule of Law. Authors have included Nobel Laureates James Heckman and Amartya
Sen, and two volumes have been published to date.

The WIJP is committed to leading a multidisciplinary effort to strengthen the Rule of Law through
stimulating and building collaboration between diverse actors and identifying and implementing
best practices in Rule of Law advancement. The Rule of Law dialogue at the LAC Conference will
resonate far beyond this Conference and serve as a catalyst for new debates and actions among
regional leaders, policymakers, academics, and civil society.

1. Working Session: Improving the Training, Responsiveness, and Accountability
of Security Forces

Having effective and accountable security forces which adhere to the Rule of Law is essential to the
maintenance of public security throughout LAC. Security forces are crucial to the prevention of
trafficking in drugs and people, corruption, violence, discrimination, violations of the judicial process
and are essential to the security of property and person. A well-trained, responsive and accountable
security force upholds public security, fosters stability and encourages socioeconomic development
within the region. This working session will bring together government officials, business leaders,
academics, civil society leaders, and others to discuss innovative and effective approaches to tackling
these critical issues.

2. Working Session: Combatting Kidnapping in the Region

Kidnapping is an extremely complex issue that continues to be one of the most troubling obstacles
to improving public security across the region. Without cooperation across disciplines, the public
and private sector are unable to effectively uphold the Rule of Law and secure methods to reduce
kidnapping and its causes. Once regarded as a threat only for the wealthy, today kidnapping affects
all levels of society and all disciplines. Addressing kidnapping in LAC will require multidisciplinary
cooperation and leadership from both the public and private sectors. This working session, which
will include leaders from a wide range of disciplines, will explore solutions to a problem that affects
untold numbers of people in the region.

3. Working Session: Ensuring Freedom of the Press

Securing responsible journalistic freedom is an essential component of a free and fair society. Press
in the LAC region has often suffered restrictions, persecution and a failure to maintain integrity. Yet
journalistic freedom remains a key component to maintaining transparency in governments, NGOs,
and private companies. Ensuring freedom of the press goes beyond not obstructing their duties to
inform the population, but also ensuring their ability to carry out this work free from fear of
harassment or violent persecution. Society requires that the press maintain and secure its role as a
responsible and law abiding entity, with journalists playing a critical role in advancing information
and understanding during a time of social and economic transformation in countries throughout the
region. This session will bring together leaders from government, civil society, and the media to
discuss new approaches to ensuring freedom of the press.

4. Working Session: Securing Due Process of the Law for Marginalized
Populations

Latin America and the Caribbean have long been associated with criminal justice and prison systems
which fall far short of adherence to the Rule of Law. Minorities, women, youth and the poor are
especially affected by this legacy. Individuals are often denied access to their fundamental rights to
impartial, competent and accountable legal representation, restorative justice and protection.
Fundamental rights often continue to be violated during incarceration. The UN Crime Prevention and
Criminal Justice Programme stated that "Effective criminal justice systems can only be developed
based on the rule of law and the rule of law itself requires the protection of effective criminal justice
measures." The Rule of Law is essential for communities of opportunity and equity and it is with this
firm understanding that action plans from this working session will affect all areas of society. It will
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bring together civil society groups, academics, journalists, government officials, public security
officials and private sector employees to create effective action plans that ensure effective criminal
justice throughout LAC.

5. Working Session: Holding Government Officials Accountable for Violations of
Environmental Legislation

The LAC region is home to some of the most diverse ecosystems and a colossal source of the world’s
natural wealth, yet these resources are being threatened by expanding populations and the demand
for development. At the forefront of upholding environmental Rule of Law are local government
officials. These officials provide permits, oversea adherence to regulations and serve as the
guardians of environmental legislation. To ensure that this duty is carried out with strict adherence
to the Rule of Law, it is essential that all local government officials are held accountable. This
working session will bring together a wide range of disciplines that depend on environmental
preservation including businesses, communities, civil societies and the governments who all depend
on accountable and transparent local government officials when ensuring adherence to
environmental legislation.

6. Working Session: Building Environmentally Compliant Communities

Latin America and the Caribbean have demonstrated increased demand for natural resources.
Population growth has huge implications for the environmental, socioeconomic and political
landscape. It is within this climate that this working session meets to focus on the responsibility of
organizations and citizens to reduce their impact on the environment. Finding ways to educate
communities of citizens, businesses and governments on their responsibilities in adhering to
environmental compliance helps to improve economic stability and output, and reduces negative
political and social implications. This working session will work with leading stakeholders from
businesses, governments, rural and urban communities and civil societies to create action plans to
mainstream environmental compliance to strengthen the Rule of Law.

7. Working Session: Educating Social Entrepreneurs to Address the Rule of Law

LAC has the potential to be one of the world’s leading engines for innovative entrepreneurship
across a wide range of fields. As the region attracts investment in business, infrastructure and
scientific research, it is critical for entrepreneurs to address Rule of Law issues to ensure the greatest
social impact on communities. Yet how can entrepreneurs, especially young people, be taught to
sufficiently tackle the region’s Rule of Law issues through innovation? This working session will bring
together leaders in education, government, business and entrepreneurs from around the region to
create action plans which will work to advance the Rule of Law through creative social
entrepreneurship.

El ex presidente de Rumania Emil Constantinescu se encuentra en el Per( para asistir a la
segunda Conferencia del Estado de Derecho en Latinoamérica y el Caribe, organizada por el
World Justice Project (WJP), que se realizara del 8 a 10 de setiembre en el hotel Melia de San
Isidro. Ahi se hablaran temas de desarrollo, medio ambiente, seguridad publica y responsabilidad
del Gobierno. EI Comercio se reunio con el ex mandatario para conversar sobre las experiencias
que tuvo durante su gestion, la dura transicion hacia la democracia y la situacion actual de su
pais.
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¢, COmo se encuentra Rumania actualmente?

En el 2007 logramos el estatus de miembro de la Unién Europea. También formamos parte de la
OTAN, que nos ayuda a mantener nuestra seguridad, y nuestra economia estaba en crecimiento
hasta la crisis financiera del 2009, que nos ha afectado bastante.

¢ Como ha sido la transicién hacia la democracia después de la salida del dictador
Ceausescu?

Rumania fue un caso especial y extremo. La dictadura de Ceausescu fue la més dura de todos los
regimenes comunistas y se necesito una revolucién para sacarlo del poder. Sin embargo, sus
seguidores mantuvieron el poder hasta 1996, cuando fui elegido presidente. Como el pueblo no
tenia confianza en los politicos del antiguo régimen y los nuevos politicos no estaban
capacitados, las élites intelectuales tomaron la presidencia de varias naciones otrora comunistas.
A partir de 1996, empez0 una época de cambios y reformas politicas que han asegurado una
democracia plena.

¢ Qué logros consigui6 durante su mandato?

En general, se cambi6 todo. Cuando yo asumi el cargo, la economia rumana estaba en
bancarrota. Las reservas nacionales eran 400 millones de euros y hoy son de 31 mil millones de
euros. En la politica logramos varias cosas porque se encontraba bastante débil y también
luchamos contra la corrupcién de una manera exitosa.

¢ Qué aspectos no salieron como usted desed?

Como yo respeté estrictamente la ley, inicié la privatizacion de la industria estatal, pero fue
comprada por los miembros del antiguo régimen politico. También se apropiaron de los medios
de comunicacion y manipularon la opinién publica. Nosotros devolvimos la libertad de expresion
y por mas que fui muy criticado por ella y alabado por la extranjera, nunca me interpuse porque
respeto la democracia y la ley.

¢Por qué fue criticado por la prensa nacional?

Después de dejar el cargo, ahora soy muy respetado. Los primeros presidentes que dirigimos a
nuestros paises tras la caida del comunismo sabiamos que era un proceso de transicion duro e
ibamos a ser criticados.

¢ Qué importancia tiene el pueblo gitano para Rumania?

Cuando fui elegido rector de la Universidad de Bucarest, se cred un programa de estudios sobre
el idioma y la civilizacion gitana incorporando también a profesores gitanos. También se
promovio la constitucion de sociedades civiles para respaldar y promover los derechos de los
gitanos porque forman parte importante de la cultura rumana.

¢ Cual es su opinidn sobre el exilio de gitanos rumanos en Francia?

La problematica de los gitanos involucra a toda Europa. En Espafia y Francia siempre han sido
discriminados. El proceso de insercion en la sociedad europea sera largo y esta vinculado con la
psicologia social y colectiva.

¢ Qué consecuencias tendra la expulsion de estos gitanos en Rumania?

No hay ninguna consecuencia porque el nimero de gitanos exiliados es muy pequefio. Sin
embargo, el efecto psicoldgico es mayor y la percepcion de Rumania es que todo es una accién
politica de Sarkozy para consolidar mejor su decision politica.
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¢ COmMo ve a su pais en diez afios?
Veo progreso. Rumania tiene todas las condiciones para estar en el mafiana. Tiene una posicion
territorial extremadamente importante que ayudard mucho a nuestro desarrollo.

¢ Cuales son las relaciones entre Rumaniay el Peru?

Por mas que estemos alejados geograficamente, existen grandes oportunidades para desarrollar
intercambios. Como académico pienso en los intercambios culturales. Son dos paises que
representan las fronteras del mundo latino y creo que en el mundo globalizado de mafiana el
mundo latino debera jugar un papel importante.

Friday, 10 September 2010

Prominent leaders from throughout Latin America and the Caribbean (LAC) will convene
September 8-10, 2010 at the World Justice Project (WJP) LAC Regional Rule of Law
Conference in Lima, Peru, to address Rule of Law issues critical to the region, and to develop
multidisciplinary action plans to advance the Rule of Law.

“The Rule of Law is an essential foundation for communities of opportunity and equity, the
eradication of many of the world’s gravest ills, and the success of all endeavors,” said World
Justice Project Founder, President and CEO William H. Neukom. “Efforts to strengthen the Rule
of Law must be formulated and executed within a multidisciplinary framework—involving
stakeholders beyond the legal profession. The LAC 2010 Conference will bring together
representatives from many disciplines to facilitate the development of concrete, multidisciplinary
plans to advance the Rule of Law.”

Roberto Maclean, former Peruvian Ambassador to the United States and former Supreme Justice
of Peru, will give the welcoming remarks at the Conference’s opening reception. Joining the
Conference from the WJP’s Board of Directors are former President of Romania Emil
Constantinescu and former Chief Justice of Brazil Ellen Gracie Northfleet, who will serve as
closing keynote speaker.

“Having such a varied and distinguished group attend the Conference and debate these important
issues through the prism of the Rule of Law will ensure the Conference’s success. Above all, our
meetings are about planning concrete, cross-disciplinary actions on the ground, and the insights
and expertise of our participants are essential resources,” said Hongxia Liu, World Justice
Project Executive Director. “The Conference provides a platform and framework for leaders of
all segments of society to join forces to break down barriers to justice, prosperity, and security by
strengthening the Rule of Law.”

The World Justice Project is a multinational, multidisciplinary initiative which seeks to
strengthen the Rule of Law for the development of communities of opportunity and equity. Its
work is being carried out through the creation of a comprehensive Rule of Law Index, the
convening of global and regional meetings of world leaders, the provision of seed grants for Rule
of Law projects, and the origination of new scholarship on Rule of Law issues. The Project’s
efforts are dedicated to developing practical programs in support of the Rule of Law around the
world.
